| attended the NRHA Convention in the city of Oklahoma USA in January that ran for 10 days. This convention
had attendees from across America and from many other countries around the w orld. As the Australian repre-
sentative and as an International Board member, my purpose w as to achieve outcomes for Reining Australia.
The purpose of this convention is to discuss all of the issues that confront the Sport of Reining on a day to day
basis, both domestically and internationally. Many meetings w ere held including attending a meeting of the
seven Executive Directors, Board Meetings w ith over 38 Directors fromthe USA and all international countries.
| attended the International Committee Meetings, Board of Director Training, Secretaries Seminar and the Inter-
national Judges School.

Il of these meetings put together meant a very hectic daily schedule, amidst one of the biggest ice storms in
Oklahoma history w ith record low s, of about minus 12 degrees during the day and low er at night. On the first
day of the storm over 900 car accidents occurred and 20 people died of the cold.

This meant very little sightseeing. I passed my International Judges ticket and w as lucky enough to meet many
of the 45 judges that attended the school. (This group represented 20% of all NRHA Judges) | also attended
he NRHA Aw ards dinner and Hall of Fame Presentation and saw many of the top riders from all over the w orld.

The Three Horse Rule Exemption for Australia

The need for more judges in Australia, both Continental and International, including a discussion on bit

judging.

Affiliate Qualifier Show Conditions for the future

The introduction of Rookie Day Clinics in Australia and utilising top 20 trainers from around the w orld.

The introduction of New Show rules and how they apply to our eligibilities

Discussion on administrative and Communication issues betw een NRHA and RA

Where to from here for Australia and the Future of reining at an International level
All in all | felt the trip w as much needed and the impact of being able to speak face to face with Show secretar-
ies, judges, Reiners, committee members and Board members w as invaluable and a lot of decisions and out-
comes w ere made to assist Australia in governing Reining in our country.
The Reining Australia Board kindly voted to assist financially w ith some of my accommodation costs and semi-
nars costs in order for me to attend on behalf of Australia.

Il Affiliate committees will be invited to attend the next Australian Board Meeting and w e are endeavouring to
host an RA seminar in future to discuss the challenges facing us as we grow the sport of Reining. | encourage
all committee members to call me if they would like clarification on our outcomes so you may share them with

our state based memberships. An Affiliate letter will be going out to all clubs in the near future. A recent RA
Board Meeting w as also held discussing many of the outcomes with NRHA as w ell as some restructuring for
Reining Australia, including rew riting the rules for Reining in Australia.

The 2009 Show season is up and running, so good luck to all competitors and keep an eye on the w ebsite for a
busy news month.
