Reining was put on a national stage when it played a part in the 2008 Equitana Asia Pacific event at the
Melbourne Showgrounds. Over 48,000 visitors came through their gates over4 days of competition,
exhibiton and education. The Equitana Reining Masters was held on the first day of Equitana, Novem-
ber 20th. The dasswas held in the Grand Pavilion, one of the largest tent like structures in the South-
ern Hemisphere (the size of 30 tennis courts), where a good sized arena was constructed. Judging the
event were Richard “Ollie” Griffith from Ohio, USA and Timothy Lovell from Tasmania. Equitana hosted
a concurrent $7,000 added Open dass and a $3,000 Non Pro dass, making it the highest money NRHA
Category 1 dassesin the countryin 2008. 10 people put their entriesin for a chance to take home th4ir
piece of the pie. All 10 entered into the open dass, with 6 entriesin the Non Pro.
Not your typical horse show, where competitors can wam up anytime, foras long as they want, with
fellow Reiners, exhibitors at Equitana were allowed in the arena for only an hour on the morning of the
competition. For most of thistime, there were other disciplines sharing the arena. Aninteresting and
challenging warm up formost. A 2 story high big screen tv which streamed the horseslive in the arena
was at one end of the pen, with grandstands surrounding the remainder of it. It provided a great atmos-
phere forexhibitors and spectators alike.
Leonie Huber proved that she didn't need much warm up time, nor did her horse care about what was
happening outside the arena, putting in a great un to win both events. After spending the last 3 months
travelling through Western Europe and enjoying herlove of flying trapeze with a troupe in France,
Leonie only had a month to get OP A Patchie Whiz ready for the show. Her expectations, after not
showing the horse since the 2007 NSW State Show in Sydney, were to hopefully “place behind Martin,”
she explains. But, as seen in reining quite often, the freshest horse posted the highest score. Leonie
marked a 1455 from the judges and won over the audience. She was very happy with her perfformance
saying that “he was really good and thatitis really rewarding that | trained him myself.”
In the Open dass, 143 was a marked by 3 horses resulting in a 3 way tie for reserve honours. The first
was Martin Larcombe on Kim LePlastrier's Starbar Tassas Oakie. After a couple of big runs at the 2008
NRHA Continental Affiliate Championships where “Junior” won the Open Derby and was second in the
Open dass, the chestnut stallion cruised through pattern 8 with some very nice +1/2 turnarounds. Glenn
Browitt and his cute chestnut stallion Yuliigabar Requestamelody was the second combination to mark a
143. With plus half dircles, Glenn piloted his mount around the arena at Equitana after having a very
successful NSW State Show. Martin Larcombe tied himself when he rode Robyn Schiller's Smart Like
Smartinto the show pen. After a scorching 152.5 at Tamworth, the chestnut stallion +1/2'd a cirde, spin
and a couple stops.
In the Non Pro dass, Cameron Halliwell, who drew first out on OP Finally Dun It, marked a 1415,
enough for the reserve in the Non Pro event. Initially tentative about his draw, Cameron stepped up and
gave the others something to run for. With ground conditions not optimal and the big screen at the end
where stopping was done, proving a distraction for some, Reiners did what they have to do: concentrate
on showing their horses to the best of their ability under the circumstances! Cameron did this and
ended up with the 3™ highest score in the Open as well.
