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We started competing & reining at western shows in SA in Y2001 and competed at 
our first National Reining Championships in Y2004 on our Appaloosa horse, 
Revorois True Sport.  He was a wonderful horse and won many trophies in reining at 
the State Shows in SA.  He was a little fizzy on the run-downs and keeping him 
sound was always difficult because of his conformation shortcomings for the rigorous 
demands of reining. My husband, come strapper, come greatest supporter, Martin, 
sacrificed upgrading one of our nearly 20 year old vehicles for our new SA bred quar-
ter horse, Jack Patch, to get us in the winning circle in the big events. There were no 

reining clubs in SA so last year we packed our bags, horses, dogs etc and moved to Great Western in Victoria where 
we could compete in the sport we have grown to love with a passion.  This has proven to be one of the best decisions 
we have made in our 30 years of married life. Jack won us our first Championship buckle at the VRHA Derby Show, 
November 2008 where we also celebrated my 60th birthday.  Jack then gave his all, despite soreness in his hind quar-
ters, at the Waterwheel Reining Classic held at Tatura May 2009.  This was the first qualifying show for GVRHA and 
what a show it was. The turnout was incredible and it was great to see competitors from Qld and NSW and even 
spectators from Tasmania!  RA was well represented by many of its Officers and Board members.  The atmosphere 
was electric and it so felt like being at the Nationals again.  The lineups were big and Jack was in them all.  We came 
home with 3 more Championship buckles and some lovely “booty”.  Our dream to win a buckle for Martin was sur-
passed by winning 3!  I don’t think that we have touched terra firma yet!  Don’t give up on your dreams because it can 
happen to anyone, even us over 60’s! There were some great horses, riders and runs at this well organized show.  
Thank you to all the hard working officials and volunteers for helping to make this show a memorable success and the 
camaraderie shared by competitors, cheering each other on.  We can’t wait to catch up with all our friends again at 
the National Continental Championship show at Tamworth in August. 
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Horse s, bulls, Cowboys, clowns, cowgirls, barrels and bronc horses all converged at Rod Laver 
Arena on the 9th of May for the 2009 International Rodeo with nearly 10 000 enthusiastic specta-
tors in the stands. Reining competitors Jake Symonds and Kim Le Plastrier were asked to give a 

brief demonstration of Reining during one of the breaks. With Debra Versluis 
on the microphone explaining our great sport, Jake riding 2008 Derby Cham-
pion stall ion Starbar Tassas Okie and Kim on 2008 Open Futurity Champion 
stallion Dr House the crowd got behind them as they completed a modified 
pattern executing circles, lead changes, rollbacks and spins. It was explained 
to the crowd that stops are the highlight of our sport however as a specially 
prepared surface is needed they couldn’t be shown off on the night. Drawing 
the demo to a close a Bobcat was invited into the arena for a crowd judges 
turnaround dual. First the bobcat 
went right, followed by Jake and 

last of all Kim. Deb asked the crowd to cheer for their 
favourite, when the noise finally stopped it was clear 
Kim and Dr House were Duelling Champions. 
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The goal of Reining Australia Trainers, is 
to bring together the Reining Horse Pro-

fessionals to govern and uphold ethics and 
to develop and set new policy so that they 

may better serve the Reining Horse  
Industry. �

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Capital Area Reining Horse Association held it’s 2nd annual Slide To The Nationals event in Wagga Wagga, NSW on the An-
zac Day weekend.  Despite a cold front that moved in showering everyone with rain, exhibitor’s enthusiasm was not damp-
ened.  NRHA judge Wayne Williams, from Queensland, officiated over the 2 day event that saw over 130 runs.  An NRHA 
Affi liate Qualifying event, this show was used by many to qualify for the 2009 Australian Continental Affiliate Championships 
to be held in Tamworth in August. 
Kim Le Plastrier of Tatura, VIC was the weekend’s big winner.  Kim, who is Jake Symonds’ partner and Reining Australia 
board member, has waited patiently while Jake has been the main showman of the family.  Strapping for him for years, she 
decided it was her turn to take the reins.  And take them she did, along with 4 Bob Berg buckles.  Kim won every event she 
entered. Her first win came in the 3-4 year old Open & Non Pro Futurity.  The event was offered to attract this year’s futurity 
horses to allow riders to “see what they’ve got” and allowed 4 year olds to compete as well.  Kim took the 2008 Reining Aus-
tralia futurity winner, Dr. House, in both events and came out on top.  The class met it’s goal and was used by top competi-
tors l ike Martin Larcombe, Mick Taylor and Warwick Schiller to see how their futurity horses would perform under show cir-
cumstances.  Dr. House continued to win for his owner on Sunday when she claimed not only the Limited Non Pro buckle 
but also the Rookie buckle.  “I was really happy with House and to win more than one Bob Berg buckle on the weekend was 
beyond my expectations.  I think I’ll  be wearing the Open Futurity buckle from now on.” Kim has qualified for the 2009 Aus-
tralian Continental Championships in all classe s she competed in at the Slide To The Nationals show on both Dr. House and 
Starbar Tassa s Okie. 
Another Reining Australia board member, Debra Versluis from the Melbourne area, made the trek up to Wagga with her 
horse EP Sacramentos Playboy.  After getting a tune up with Martin Larcombe for the past couple of months, Debra piloted 
her big bay gelding to win both the Non Pro and Intermediate Non Pro buckles.  “I really enjoyed the show and will definitely 
make the trip again next year.  The buckles were great, first I’ve won on Roy and I ended up with 2.” 
The last buckle on offer was the Open buckle.  It looked as though all of the coveted Bob Berg’s would go south of the New 
South Wales border, with Jake Symonds entered into the open on Starbar Tassa s Okie, a horse that took out the Open 
Derby Championship and the Reserve Continental Open Championship at last year’s Tamworth show with huge scores.  But 
it was not to be and a third woman Reining Australia board member took the honors.  Robyn Schiller rode her CL Quixotes 
Starlette to win both the Open & Intermediate Open divisions with the shows high score.   Schiller also won the Novice Open 
on “Reggie”.   Schiller says she is happy with how the mare that she coaxed from previous owner Jacqui Foster is going.  
“Things are coming together.  They aren’t exactly where I want them yet, but then, are they ever?” 
The Novice Horse Non Pro was won by Gail Shaw aboard her imported Paint stallion Son Of A Gun.  “Sonny” is proving to 
be a nice show horse for Gail and is certain to have many nice progeny showing up in the pen soon, with many top trainers 
riding “Sonny” offspring and getting on great with them. 
In the Youth 13 & Under, KC Rohloff showed her new mare, Lethal Lil Calgirl to win and in the Youth 14-18 Jessica Chandler 
rode A Little Bit of Bandit to first place.

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You will notice in the National Show program Reinin g Australia are running two CRI events. 
So what is a CRI? A CRI (Pronounced cree ), CRI’s are used as qualifying events for competi-
tors wishing to represent their country at an inter national level. The two upcoming interna-
tional Reining events are the “FEI World Reining Ma sters” (one rider) which is being held in 
Oklahoma City November 2009 and the 2010 FEI World Equestrian Games (a team of 4 riders) 
held in Kentucky USA. All CRI’s are FEI approved ev ents and have some special requirements 
e.g. the CRI Jog, the CRI jog is for horses entered  in the events to be vet inspected to ensure 
their physical soundness before competing. Horses m ust be 6 years of age or older to be en-
tered in a CRI, these horses, owners and riders mus t all be registered with Equestrian Austra-
lia (EA) in order to compete.
