In addi-
tion, two of our affiliate clubs here in Australian clubs have gone to considerable effort to arrange
events which have given me significant financial support — my own club, Capital Area Reining Horse
Association, has really putin a HUGE effort for me and | am awestruck. Even Reiners who do not
know me have sent me kind wishes and even money! To add to this, the NRHAin the USAhave also
given me support from their crisis fund. | know there are some Australian Reiners who, quite rightly,
have concerns about the USA affiliate, however, given my circumstances, | am now a very strong sup-
porter of them and urge others to think of ALL the benefits available to members.

What in the wide, wide world is a CRI (pronounced “CREEEEE"?)

Recently, Reining Australia hosted it’s first ever CRI events at the 2009 Reining Australia Futurity & Continental Affiliate Champion-
ships in Tamworth. Historic eventsfor sure. But this leaves a lot of people asking, what is a CRI? A CRI is an FEI sanctioned reining
event. FEIl is the Federation Equestrian International, the governing body of Equestrian Sport worldwide. CRI stands for Concourse de
Reining International and is followed by a number and a * which indicates which level of eventitis. CRI1* is for events with up to
$2,400 added money, CRI2* stands for ev ents with $2,401 - $9,000 added money, CRI3* $9,001 - $12,000, CR14* $12,001-$29,999,
and lastly, CRI5* in excess of $30,000. CRI events are individual ev ents.

Reining Australia is hosting these CRI events in Australia so that Australia has representation at international FEl reining ev ents, which
are currently the highest lev el of event for reining until such time it is deemed an olympic sport. In order to have representativ es at
these events, Australia must hold CRI events. The three most common International ev ents, that the CRIs allow us representation, are
as follows:

World Reining Masters (WRM) —usually held ev ety year that there is not a WEG. Australia is ertitled to send one representative until
such time as our country wins ateam medal at a World Equestrian Games and then we can send 2 representatives. Minimum athlete
qualifications are to mark a 68 in two different CRI's, one of which must be in the athlete’s home country. The athlete with the highest
number of points, according to FEI's point schedule, is appointed as representative. This year, as the last 2y ears, the WRM is being
held in conjunction with the NRHA Futurity & Championship Show in Oklahoma City, OK, USA. The event is a $75,000 added Open
and $25,000 added Restricted Division. Australia qualifies for the Restricted Division because it has not won a WEG medal. Horses
may be taken from Australia, but are generally borrowed in the country of the event. This will be the secondy ear that Australiais rep-
resented at the WRM.

World Reining Championships (WRC) —usually held ev ery other year. Reining Australia & Equestrian Australia then put selection pro-
cedures and qualifications in placefor team selection. This is ateam and individual event. Australia can send 4 athletes plus an alter-
nate, plus a Chef D’Equipe (generally responsiblefor the ov erallteam management). Teams have an opportunity to win medals and
then individuals compete for medals as well. Last year, the World Reining Championships were held in Manerbio, Italy. Horses may
be takenfrom Australia, but are generally borrowed in the country of the event. Martin Larcombe represented Australia as a wildcard
entrant at the 2008 WRM.

World Equestrian Games (WEG) — held every 4years. Minimum rider qualification is to score a 68 at two different CRI events any -
where in the world. Reining Australia & Equestrian Australia then put selection procedures and qualifications in place for team selec-
tion. This is the highest lev el of event for Reining. Itis ateam and individual event. Australia can send 3 athletes plus an alternate,
plus a Chef D’Equipe. Teams have an opportunity to win medal and then individuals compete for medals as well. Teams that win
medals at the WEG can then send 2 representatives to the World Reining Masters and are no longer eligiblefor the Restricted Division.
Horses may be taken from Australia, but are generally borrowed in the country of the event. Australia has noty et had a representative
team at a WEG.

In each of these FEI events, there arev ery strict procedures to follow including Anti-Doping Policies, Veterinary Inspections, quaran-
tine of horses, soundness examinations and limited stable access. FEI dfficials include judges (“ground jury”), veterinary delegates and
stewards. The level of the event dictates how many of each official is required. Generally, warm up times are done in the presence of
stewards to ensure that the Weffare of the Horse is paramount.

The first 2 CRI events were held at Tamworth in August. The next CRI event will be held a8 Tamworth in conjunction with Q10 in April,
2010. Athletes wishingto represent Australiaforthe WEG and who have met the minimum qualif ication criteria will then submit an
application to the Reining Selection Panel for consideration.
