Errol Thomas, Darren Simpson, Don McLaughlin
and David Manchon made up the group, the
brainwave of Errol Thomas, President of the Qld
Reining Horse Association and RA Board Mem-
ber. Errol who isa non pro wanted a way to pre-
sent reining to the massesin a fun and entertain-
ing demonstration.

Errol a Non Pro rider himself, from Dalby con-
tacted the three trainersto getinvolved, Darren
Simpson of Equine Communication in Woodford,
also a RA Board Member, Don McLaughlin of
Magic Cross Performance Horses in Gatton and
David Manchon of Flex Horse Breaking and
Training in Rosewood.

David Manchon led the team, with the micro-
phone and encouraged crowd involvement, hav-
ing them duck, kissand Whoa loudly as the team
perfomed manoeuvres, spins, lead changes and
the signature manoeuvre the Sliding Stop. Dar-
ren on “Cookie Monster “and Don on “Rummin
Dixie” then showed off their fast circlesto a
cheeting crowd.

David Manchon is also known for his TV appear-
ances on Network Tens, “Outback 8” then
changed from his Reiner, “A Smart Twist” to his
horsemanship horse and rode him around the
arena biidleless and then proceeded to lay the
horse down and roll him over to sit on his belly.

On completion a crowd of spectators gathered to
greet the riders and pat their horses, at Errol
Thomas's gooseneck “The Homestead” embla-
zoned with the Reining Australia Logo and with
the promotional video playing on the side of the
gooseneck

#1) Both listed owners on the registration paperehmse individual NRHA memberships. You wil neéedake this option if ei-
ther or both owners plan on showing in NRHA conmtpmti. You MUST have an individual membership iderto compete. Both
memberships would been to be renewed on an anasal. b(Example: Susie Slider, membership #55555t@irrent membership
and is listed on the license and Sam Spinner #4444 current membership and is listed on thad&e

#2) A joint membership is purchased with both nametetuone membership number. (Example: Susie Sig#grSam Spinner,
membership #22222 has a current membership arstéd bn the license).

#3) If both owners listed on the registration papesshaisband and wife then they can choose to ortlpmeiname on the license as
an owner. Typically this is only done if one oftbwners is going to show the horse and the othireiohas no interest in being an
NRHA member. (Example: Susie Slide and Sam Spiareehusband and wife. Susie Spinner, memberstip5#bhas a current
membership and is listed on the license).

Ifa Non Pro is wanting to show an immediate fanrmigmber’s horse in a Non Pro class and the famdgnber’'s last name
(surname) is not the same as the Non Pro’s laserfamname), then the Non Pro should complete amebirate Family Form prior
to or at the show in which they are competing. @ can be found on the NRHA website under “ Foand Documents”.

This made our Pacific Coast Rein-
ing Spectacular the largest show in Australia thisy ear. Sanctioned ev ents saw 202 exhibitors competefor a total prize purse of
$8,720. Non-sanctioned ev ents filled with 76 entries.
