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A. General
To rein a horse is not only to guide him, but also to control his every movement.  The best reined horse should be willingly guided or controlled with little or no apparent resistance and dictated to completely.
The Reining Horse is quite possibly the most versatile breed of horse in the western industry, capable of successfully competing in Western Riding, Trail, Pleasure, English and Reining. A horse which is able to perform as the A. General guide lines indicate, is a horse which is wanted by all equine enthusiasts.  As a stallion owner who donates a breeding to Reining Australia we will endeavour to promote your stallion not only within the Reining Industry but also within other Western disciplines. 

With this program we are hoping to:
· Give more concentrated payouts

· The possibility of the highest placing NRBP horse winning more than the winner of the Non-Pro Futurity class.

· Increase the number of futurity entries 

· Increase the value of the stallion’s progeny 
· Increase payout amount.
· Be able to payout  not only the highest place horse but payout down the line.
How does that benefit you?  
If you nominate your stallion for this year’s Sire and Dam program, ALL of 
your stallions progeny could be eligible for the 2010 Open and Non Pro Futurities   

 How does this work?
  
When your stallion’s service is sold, ALL of his progeny will be eligible for the programs payout in the 2010 Futurities.
This payout will be based on 20% of the pool of this year’s sold 
Sire and Dam Stallions. 10% towards the Open Futurity and 10 % to the Non Pro Futurity.

As an added bonus the resulting foal from this year’s breeding will be eligible for a payout in its futurity year. 
Progeny is only eligible if the stallion service is sold.
Payouts for the program go to the highest placed eligible horse in the Open and Non Pro Futurities,
paid to the owner of the horse.
As a stallion owner, we are hoping that this format will benefit you by increasing the number of mares bred to your stallion, help to increase your stallions value because he is enrolled in this program and increase the value of his progeny because they are eligible for this payout.
