Show Approval Rules & Regulations

For Reining Australia Shows (shows with less than $500 total added prize money):
1. Official Reining Australia show approval forms must be submitted to Reining Australia not less than 30 days prior to the show date or early entry closing date. Changes in added money or approved classes can be made if the changes are handled with Reining Australia prior to the 30 day approval deadline.

2. Approvals are awarded on a first come basis except in the case of an established show. To preserve a preferential show date an established show must contact Reining Australia not less than six (6) months in advance of the anticipated show date. There will be no approvals given to events conflicting with the Reining Australia Futurity.

3. There will be no Reining Australia or NRHA sanctioned events scheduled during the same show week (defined Monday-Sunday) as Reining Australia sponsored events without the approval of the Reining Australia Executive Board.

4. The board may approve shows meeting show approval criteria outlined in the NRHA handbook. Any show that appears to not be in the best interest of the sport of reining or the National Reining Horse Association may be denied approval by the Reining Australia Executive Board.

5. In Reining Australia approved category 1 reinings, an Open Reining must be offered. For multiple day, multiple slate Category 1 applications, a minimum of one Open class must be offered. The prize money in the Open must be equal to or greater than the prize money in any other category 1 class when the prize money in any one category 1 class equals or exceeds $500.00. (Example: a three day reining with two slates of classes would be required to hold only one Open class to meet approval provided other criteria are met).

6. Show Managers and show Secretaries must be current financial Reining Australia members. The show manager and/or secretary shall be the only show official(s) that will directly or indirectly contract the services of Reining Australia approved judge(s). The show manager and/or secretary will not hire a member of their immediate family (immediate family as defined per the NRHA Handbook) to be the (or one of the) official judge(s) of an approved show.

7. The show manager and/or secretary will be the individual responsible for the supervision, recording and conduct of all NRHA rules and show records pertaining to the show.

8. It is mandatory that all approved shows utilize judges from the Reining Australia judges list.

9. All Category 1 classes may not be jackpotted when offered at National or State Shows.

10. All classes may be approved as a jackpot in club shows.

11. A Reining Australia Show Representative who is a current financial RA member will be appointed by the show management and the representative’s name shall be listed on the show approval application form.

For NRHA Shows (those which have more than $500 total added money):

1. Official NRHA show approval forms must be submitted to NRHA (US) not less than 90 days prior to the show date.  This is an NRHA (US) rule.  If you would like assistance with NRHA approvals, please call an approved NRHA Secretary.  Please send in a copy of your show approval to Reining Australia. 

2. Show Managers, Show Representatives and Show Secretaries must be current financial NRHA members. The show manager and/or secretary shall be the only show official(s) that will directly or indirectly contract the services of NRHA approved judge(s). The show manager and/or secretary will not hire a member of their immediate family (immediate family as defined per the NRHA Handbook) to be the (or one of the) official judge(s) of an approved show.

3. The show manager and/or secretary will be the individual responsible for the supervision, recording and conduct of all NRHA rules and show records pertaining to the show.

4. It is mandatory that all approved shows utilize judges from the NRHA judges list.

Entry Fees

1. Entry fees for all approved events will not exceed 10% of the prize money.

2. Rookie entry fee may not exceed that of the Limited Non Pro.

3. In regular Youth Reinings, the entry fee may not exceed $10.00. There will be no judges fee or office fee charged in Youth Reinings.

Judges Fees

1. Judges fees may not exceed entry fees in approved classes.

2. Rookie judge’s fee may not exceed that of the Limited Non Pro.

3. A judge’s fee may not be charged in Youth classes.

General Show Conditions

1. All entry forms must accurately and truthfully identify horse, owner (based on records in NRHA database) and/or rider. Any misrepresentation or false statement on the entry form shall constitute unsportsmanlike conduct and will subject owner or exhibitor to disciplinary action as set forth in the NRHA Handbook, as well as affect the counting or earnings for Top Ten purposes.

2. All horses must be ridden astride.

3. It is mandatory for all riders to wear appropriate western attire while showing; this would include a long sleeve shirt and western hat or safety helmet, boots, western saddle and western bridle. (Freestyle reining being exempt based on conditions).

4. The Affiliate, Show Committee and all participants, spectators and others, acknowledge that because these rules have been established on the basis of experience and fairness to all who are interested in the betterment of reining horse competition, the NRHA assumes no liability for any injuries, damages or claims of whatever nature from any Affiliate, Show Committee, participant or spectator arising out of performance conducted under the NRHA Rules and Requirements.
